Math 225
Honors Option

Overview: A mathematical paper that demonstrates excellent solutions to challenging problems (taken from the Problems Plus or Discovery Projects in each section).
Paper introduction: An outline of the assignment.

Body: Solve up to three problems of your choice and type your solutions in a manner comparable to that of a text book example solution.  This may include, but is not limited to:

1. An overview of the key concepts that the problem exemplifies.

2. stating the problem

3. showing all steps to the solution

4. referencing other formulas (or examples)

5. including graphs by way of explanation

6. interpreting your results and expressing them in complete English sentences

Problems to solve may be chosen from the Discovery Projects (or Problems Plus) at the end of each section.
Conclusion: A discussion of some of the mathematical (or computer) lessons that you learned thru the process.

Time Required: This project should take from 10 to 20 hours.  It may be completed after the conclusion of the quarter.
